zi ¦x£g ©W , the morning prayer, is in place of the daily ci ¦nŸ oÄ §xẅ that was
offered in the morning;
dg̈§p ¦n , the afternoon prayer, is in place of the daily ci ¦nŸ oÄ §xẅ  that was
offered in the afternoon;
ai ¦x£r ©n , the evening prayer, is in place of the burning of the sacrifices’
parts at night.

sq̈En is recited after zi ¦x£g ©W on Shabbos, Yom Tov (festivals) and Rosh
Chodesh (the first day of the Hebrew month) and reminds us of the sq̈En
(additional) sacrifice that was offered on those days.

In our zFl ¦t §Y we pray for the Wc̈ §w ¦O ©d zi ¥A to be rebuilt soon so that we
may once again serve 'd with zFpÄ §xẅ.  We look forward to this because the
Temple service will bring the whole Jewish nation much closer to Hashem.
